Dr. Sheehan has a long history advocating for children.  In the mid-1980s, she and other medical students at Northwestern University nurtured Chicago Youth Programs (CYP), a mentoring initiative for youths living in the Cabrini Green housing project.  Since then, Dr. Sheehan has played an instrumental role with growing CYP into a successful non-profit organization – still primarily run by volunteers – that provides innovative tutoring programs, free health care, recreational opportunities, cultural activities and career placement services for over 450 youths each year in Cabrini Green, Washington Park, and Uptown.
