2012-13 Chicago Area Schweitzer Fellows Program





The Chicago Area Schweitzer Fellows Program is a one-year interdisciplinary fellowship program focused on community service, leadership development, and reflection.  Graduate and professional students from Chicago Area schools obtaining degrees in health-related fields may apply.  





The Chicago Area Schweitzer Fellows Program aims to:


Provide communities in the Greater Chicago area with needed health and human services through the talented assistance of graduate and professional students


Build a diverse group of future leaders in service who are skilled and committed to working with underserved populations


Support program alumni who continue in lives of service through a Fellows for Life network of nearly 2,500 Schweitzer alumni


 


Past Fellows have come from a variety of disciplines including acupuncture, art therapy, biology, biophysics, clinical lab sciences, dance movement therapy, dentistry, disability studies, education, health systems management, law, medicine, midwifery, music, nursing, occupational therapy, optometry, osteopathy, pharmacy, physical therapy, physician assistant, physiology, podiatry, psychology, public health, public policy, and social work.





Program Elements and Requirements:


 


Orientation: Fellows must attend a weekend orientation April 21-22, 2012


 


Service Project:	 Each Fellow designs, implements, and evaluates a health-related direct service project of at least 200 hours through a community based agency with the support of a site mentor at the host organization and academic mentor at the student’s school.


  


Monthly Meetings: Fellows are required to attend all monthly meetings. Monthly meetings provide Fellows with interdisciplinary discussions, time for reflection on community service, and an opportunity to network with like-minded students from diverse fields.





Public Outreach: Fellows work in groups to organize outreach activities that may take the form of a public symposium on a pertinent public health topic or a group service activity.


 


Recruitment: In the fall of 2012, Fellows help schedule and facilitate an information session on the Schweitzer Fellows Program at their school.


 


Annual Event: Fellows attend a celebration of their year of service in April at the Northwestern Medical campus.


 


Reports & Evaluations: Fellows submit monthly reflections about their activities; a written final report; and an evaluation about the Fellowship experience.





Stipend: Fellows receive a stipend of $2,000 distributed in three installments throughout the Program year.
