HEALTH 

An individual working within the health arena (using the broadest definition of health) with an emphasis on public health and improvements in the health of populations
 

MEDICINE 

An individual whose work in any aspect of health care delivery (e.g. medicine, dentistry, mental health, nutrition, home care, pharmacy, insurance, medical groups) fosters system or institutional improvements
POLICY 

An individual working in advocacy, government, media, or philanthropy whose work encompasses the many facets of policy analysis, development, planning, and implementation
Dr. Steve Whitman RESEARCH Award 
An individual involved in any aspect of quantitative or qualitative research, community-based research, or evaluative research that serves to promote improvements in quality of life (recognizing the multiple determinants of health)
 

GROUP
Recognizes that the sum of the whole is often greater than the individual parts and so honors an organization or coalition that supports or enhances community self-determination and independence, focuses its work on any of the determinants of health, and has had an impact beyond the scope of its programs.
