We, the undersigned public health and healthcare workers and organizations urge you as City of Chicago 
decision-makers and as public health-, racial equity-, and health-equity-focused public servants to take 
decisive action to deny the permit to relocate the General Iron/Reserve Management Group (RMG) 
scrap metal recycling facility to the Southeast Side of Chicago and to support a broader environmental 
justice response to this situation. We stand in solidarity with the Chicago hunger strikers and their 
supporters who have been demanding environmental justice for the Southeast Side of Chicago. 
 
Until the last day of 2020, General Iron operated a metal shredding operation in Lincoln Park that was 
closed down after repeated fines for violating environmental laws.1 The proposed move of the metal 
shredder polluter from Lincoln Park, a predominantly White, wealthy Chicago commuŶiƚǇ͕ ƚŽ ChicagŽ͛Ɛ 
Southeast Sideʹʹmade up predominantly of people of color, including Latinx and Black people, and 
working class peopleʹʹexemplifies environmental racism and class inequity. The Southeast Side is 
already overburdened with polluting industries, so moving this metal scrapper there would add to an 
already overburdened community. Structural racism is a root cause of health inequities. Chicago's 
elected and appointed officials should not allow this relocation and operation of this polluter. 
 
In 2020, Chicago Department of Public Health (CDPH) launched Healthy Chicago 2025, the current

as part of a broader effort to foster antiracism in public health and advance health equity. Antiracism 
and health equity require more than words and intentions; they require aligned actions, including in 
promoting antiracist policies and leadership, as Healthy Chicago 2025 states. 
  
The AŵeƌicaŶ PƵblic Healƚh AƐƐŽciaƚiŽŶ ŶŽƚeƐ ƚhaƚ ͞ƐƚƌƵcƚƵƌal ƌaciƐŵ aŶd diƐcƌiŵiŶaƚiŽŶ iŶ ƉlaŶŶiŶg 
have further contributed to environmental injustices and, thus, threats to public health in Environmental 
JƵƐƚice cŽŵŵƵŶiƚieƐ͘͟3 In this case, the local community health improvement planʹʹHealthy Chicago 
2025ʹʹproperly takes aim at environmental injustice and structural racism. However, with the proposed 
relocation of the General Iron/RGM scrap metal facility, the environmental health risks would be 
worsened for the residents of this area and children attending nearby schools. This means that in 
addition to damaging Southeast Side resideŶƚƐ͛ abiliƚǇ ƚŽ bƌeaƚhe cleaŶ aiƌ͕ ƚhiƐ ƉŽllƵƚeƌ ǁŽƵld likelǇ 
worsen the current educational opportunity inequities, a critical social determinant of health.  
 
Air pollution and disease burdens are inequitable in Chicago and air pollution is a problem throughout 
the city.4 At the same time, the proposed new location of the metal scrapper would not simply be a 
move from one community to another with equal pollution burdens; rather it would be from a less 
burdened community to an already highly burdened community area. The move would worsen toxic air 
in an already burdened community of color, worsening structural racism.  
 
A failure of the City to take decisive action and deny the permit for General Iron/RGM scrapper to move

If permitted by the City of Chicago, the operation of the General Iron/RGM facility would abrogate these 
and other commitments to health equity and racial justice and demonstrate that the City values the 
ƐcƌaƉ ŵeƚal cŽŵƉaŶǇ͛Ɛ ƉƌŽfiƚƐ Žǀeƌ ƚhe healƚh Žf ƚhe LaƚiŶǆ͕ Black͕ aŶd ǁŽƌkiŶg claƐƐ ƉeŽƉle ŽŶ ƚhe 
Southeast Side who would be most impacted by the decision. One article noted that according to court 
records, two owners of General Iron had each received $64 millionʹʹtotaling $128 million in profits for

CDPH͛Ɛ ƐƚakeƐ iŶclƵde͗ iƚƐ abiliƚǇ ƚŽ cŽŶƐiƐƚeŶƚlǇ be iŶ Ɛeƌǀice Žf ƚhe ƉƵblic͛Ɛ healƚh aŶd fŽƌ healƚh eƋƵiƚǇ͖ 
to work on behalf of and in partnership with communities, especially those facing structural racism, class 
inequity, and otheƌ ŽƉƉƌeƐƐiŽŶƐ͖ aŶd ƚhe faiƚh aŶd ƉaƌƚŶeƌƐhiƉ Ɖlaced iŶ ƚhe deƉaƌƚŵeŶƚ͛Ɛ abiliƚǇ ƚŽ 
respond to and follow through on its community health assessment and community health 
improvement planning processes. The very vision for Healthy Chicago 2025 and whether or not CDPH, 
its leadership, and the Lightfoot Administration are all willing to use their authority to stand up for that 
vision, for public health, and racial and environmental justiceʹʹagainst industry profiting off of 
pollutionʹʹis all at stake. 
 
As public health, healthcare, and other health and social service workers, we expect that our local health 
department will follow through on the health equity and racial justice commitments it has been making 
for years and that it has made central to Healthy Chicago 2025. We expect our Mayor, Lori Lightfoot, 
and her entire administration to be accountable for advancing racial justice and public health.  
 
CDPH should fulfill its ethical obligations, which the APHA5 states in part is to promote equitable 
distribution of burdens, benefits, and opportunities for health; ensure that health inequities are not 
exacerbated; and remediate structural and institutional forms of domination that arise from inequalities 
in voice, power, and wealth. Ignoring these obligations would be an instance of public health 
malpractice. Public health malpractice is the preventable gap between established science and actions 
by policymakers.6 We demand that CDPH follow its own community health improvement planʹʹHealthy 
Chicago 2025ʹʹand prioritize environmental justice, racial equity, and health equity in its actions. As a 
minimum first step, CDPH leadership should publicly state its support for the Chicago hunger strikers 
and community members who have raised their voices in support of theiƌ cŽŵŵƵŶiƚǇ͛Ɛ ƌighƚ ƚŽ bƌeaƚhe 
clean air and for racial justice.

CDPH should follow health equity-focused public health practice by forming partnerships with social 
justice actors and environmental justice organizations, which will push it out of its comfort zone, and will 
be a major step in beginning to address environmental racism.  
 
For the many reasons listed herein, we demand that Mayor Lori Lightfoot and the Chicago 
Department of Public Health support the health and wellbeing of the Southeast Side people by 
denying the permit and not allowing the relocation to and operation of the metal shredder in 
Chicago͛s Easƚ Side commƵniƚǇ areaʹʹor anywhere else in Chicago.
